Updates:

Ladis Barr shared statistical data about permits and certificates of occupancy issued 
during July.  Ladis Barr advised that ACE Hardware is now open and it looks like 
American National Bank should reopen toward the end of September.

Steve Miller stated that Public Works just began a sewer repair/upgrade on Fly Street 
and there are some street repairs in the works.

Liz Gant advised the Summer Reading Club has concluded for the year.  Liz Gant 
shared that there has been an increase in the number of patrons requiring assistance 
with job searches.
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Patrick Harvey distributed a memo to the Directors with FY 14 year-end procedures.  
Patrick Harvey advised that budget verses actual figures for the month of July will be 
placed in the Directors’ mailboxes this morning.
