1. Call To Order 

Meeting was called to order at 5:06 PM .   Members present were  , Pat Bearden, Liz Gant, Mary Graham, Reba Groblebe, Kathy Goldmon and Anne Sexton.  
2. Approval of Minutes 

Reba Groblebe made a motion to approve the minutes of the November, 2012 meeting of the Library Advisory Board.  Kathy Goldmon seconded and  the motion passed with a unanimous vote. 
3. Library Activity Report 

Liz Gant brought members up to date on the programs currently in place. We are having excellent attendance at Story Time, and the Page Turners Book Club e.  
Members present reviewed the Library statistical data. The usage numbers are leveling off for the same period last year.  
Library Programs Report

Story time is enjoying excellent attendance. The Page Turners book club changed  their meeting date to the second Thursday of each month. 
Circulation Statistics and Cards Issued
Members reviewed statistics. Circulation and the number of cards issued continue to slide. Members discussed the increased use of ebooks which the library does not offer and the number of patrons using wifi which we have no way of tracking accurately. Staff is investigating software that will allow detailed usage reports on the wifi. Staff continues to enforce the Tex-Share policy. 
4. Review/Amend Library Advisory Board By-Laws Members discussed the current bylaws and determined the only thing that requires revision is the number of absences allowed. Discussion indicated the absences be  increased from two to three in order to standardize the attendance policy that applies to the City Council and other City of Seagoville Boards and Commission. Mary Graham made a motion to Amend the Library Advisory Board By-Laws as stated, Reba Groblebe seconded and the motion passed with a unanimous vote. 
5. Review/Amend Patron Registration Policy. 
Liz Gant presented the issue to members. The policy states: a “Government issued Identification Card” some official identification cards that have been presented recently include  Offender, Veterans Affairs and Concealed Handgun ID’s. Staff requests the policy be changed to limit the acceptable Identification to Texas Department of public Safety Driver’s License or Identification Card.  Mary Graham made a motion to Amend the Patron Registration Policy as stated, Reba Groblebe seconded and the motion passed with a unanimous vote.

Pat Bearden informed members of Seagoville Day in Austin, scheduled for March 6, 2013. Liz Gant informed the Board that she would be out on vacation February 25th through March 1st.
